(i) To provide an inclusive open forum for public discussion of issues concerning City
governance, the needs of this neighborhood council, the delivery of City serviceg to th
stakeholders of thiseighborhood council, andatters of a Citywide natureand

(i) To advise the City concerning City governance, the needs of this neighborhood council, the
delivery of City services to th8takeholders of thiseighborhood coungibind matters of a City
wide nature.

The Policy of this Council shall be uptme following tenets:

() Non-Discrimination It shall be the policy of this Cound® prohibit discrimination against
any individual or group in our operations on the basis of race, religmor, creed, national
origin, ancestry, sex, sexudarientation, age, disability, marital status, income or political
affiliation.

(i) Dignity. To respect the dignity and expression of viewpoints of all individuals, groups, and
organizations involved in this Council.

(i) Inclusiveness and NeRartsanship To remain notpartisan and inclusive in our
operations including, but not limited to, the election process for governing body and committee
members.

(iv) Early Notification System To utilize the Early NotificationSystem to inform our
stakehdders of matters involving theity of Los Angeles (and our community) in a way that is
tailored to provide opportunities for involvement in the decisiaking process.

(v) Participation To encourage all Stakeholders totipate in all activities of this Council

(vi) Transparency To have fair, open and transparent procedures for the conduct of Council
business.
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ARTICLE 1l

BOUNDARIES

Section 1:Boundary Description.

The area included in the BABCNC is defineg the followingboundaries(a) on the west by |

405 between Mulholland Drive and Sunset Boulevard, (b) on the north by Mulholland Drive
between 4405 and Laurel Canyon Boulevard, (c) on the south by Sunset Boulevard between |
405 and Laurel Canyon Boward, and (d) on the east by Laurel Canyon Boulevard between
Mulholland Drive and Sunset Boulevard. The area so defined excludes the incorporated limits of
the City of Beverly Hills.

Section 2: Internal Boundaries.

Internal Boundaries of the BABCN@escribe boundaries of five (5) Residential Districts
identified under Article 1V, Section 1(b). Given meandering nature of many residential hillside
streets that populate Council territory, internal boundaries of each Residential District cannot
simply ke described by metes and bounds of major roads, but rather accurately described by a
range of addresses along each residential street falling within each district. A detailed
description of Council Internal Boundaries is provided in several tables appéndibese

Section 1: Composition

The Boardshall consist of hirty-two (32) Memberseither: (i) elected directly by qualified
Stakeholders at a CHgdministered election; (ii) appointed by the governing boards or
membership of individual Residential Stakeholder Grpop#iii) in the casef Non-Residential

Group representativesselectedby the Board at a publicly noticed Meeting that culminates a
process by which qualified Stakeholders are afforded opportunity to run for such seats and be
heard at the Meeting at which the Boandkes such seleoh as more fully described under
Article X, Section 1.

Section 2:Quorum

The presence at any Regular or Special Meetirfifteén (15) BoardMembersshall constitute a
guorum for the purpose of transacting of business of the Council.

Section 3:Official Actions

(50%) of the quorum figure established in Section 2 of Anfcle mustvote in the affirmative

for the Board to take official action.

Majority Vote. All matters subject to a vote of the Board shall be determined by a majority vote
of those Memberwoting (excludes abstentionsiinless otherwise provided in these Bylaws.
Voting may be by show of hands except that any Member may request a vote by any other
manner adopted pursuant to these BylaRepartmenipolicies,and consistent with the Brown

Act.
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Open Meetings All meetings of the Board are open to the public. Adating procedures shall

be in accordance with the State of California open meeting procedures that apply to
neighborhood councils under the Brown Aetd Board of Neighborhood Commissioner
policies,including the posting of notices and any other publimmmnication in public places or
through electronic media.

Special Meetings A Special Meeting of the Board for a specific reason may be called at any
time by either (a) any two officers of the Board, or (b) petition of a twiweypercent (25%) of
theBoard Members, and in accordance with the Brown Act.

Section 4:Terms and Term Limits

Section 5:Duties and Powers

Board Duties and Powerd.he primary duties of the Board shall be to govern the Council and to
carry out its objectives. No individuaMember of the Board shall speak for the Board or
otherwise publiclyepresent a Board position unless authorized toodwy ®fficial action of the

Board. The Board may, by official action, delegate to any individual the authority to present
before any public body a standing Council position previously adopted by thel Boaa
statement that the Council has had insufficient time to develop a position or recommendation on
a matter before it. Such authority may be revoked at any time.

MemberDuties and Responsibilities

(a) Duty to Attend Meetings Each Member of the BABCNC has a duty to attend Meetings on a
regular basis, but is alsoundersbodthat a Member cannot make every Meeting due to
uncontrollable circumstances.

A Member may resign at any time by giving written notice to the Secresaigh notice shall
providean effective datef the resignationin the case of a Member representing an Appointed
ResidentialStakeholder Groupthe Appointed Residential Stakeholder Grawii notify the
BABCNC Board of theappointmentof a replacement in a writing delivaat to the Secretary,
pursuant to Section 6 of this Article.

Section 11:Community Outreach

The Council shall have a standing Outreach Committee, which will report its activities and
recommendations to the Board monthly at the regular Council meetivey.Cbuncil shall
maintain a webite presence to disseminate information to Council Stakeholders and others
interested in the Council.

ARTICLE VI

OFFICERS

Section 1: Officers of the Board

The Officers of the Board shall consist of a Presiden¥ica-President, a Secretary, and a
Treasurer. In addition, the Council shall recognize the following offices in order to allow the
experience and knowledge of past presidents to advise Officers of the Board

Immediate Past PresidenThe BABCNC shallhave an eofficio position of Immediate Past
President that entitles tloairrent outgoing President, if sbeso chooses, thold a seat on the
Executive Committeayhich is advisory in nature onlyThe term of Immediate Past President
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shall extend untithe next outgoing President chooses to assam@osition of Immediate Past
President.

Past Presidentf the outgoing Immediate Past Presidertntinueso serve as an appointed or
elected Member of the Boardhe/sheshall have the option talso seve on the Executive
Committee, in the same advisory capacity as the Immediate Past President.

Section 2: Duties and Powers

1. President

The President shall have general supervision, direction, and control of all business and
activities of the Board subjedb Board approval. The President shall preside over all
meetings of the Board and shall be aro#ficio member of all Committees.

2. Vice-President

The VicePresident shall perform the duties of the President at any time the President is

unwilling or unable to perform those duties and such other duties as deemed necessary or
appropriate by the President. The Vice President shall be specifically charged with the

management of Committees, ensuring that the duties and responsibilities of each Committee
are carried out on a regular basis and that issues of the Committees are adequately
represented on the agenda of Regular Meetings.

3. President and Vice President Survey Duty

The President and Vice President shadl responsible for carrying out survey of the
BABCNC communityas more fully described under Article V, Sectitin(g): Biennial
Update of Membership

4. Secretary

The duties of Secretary shall include the duties typically that of a corresponding secretary
and recording secretary.

a. RecordingSecretary

Duties as recording secretary shall include, but not be limited to: (i) the recording and
maintaining of all minutes of Board Meetings; (ii) preservatbmll BABCNC records
and documents; and (iii) maintain current Membership records.

b. Corresponding Secretary

Duties as corresponding secretary shall include but not be limited to: (i) performing all
general correspondence of the Board such as the posting of electronic notice of all Board
meetings and Committee Meetings; (ii) ensuring tmahmunication and information is
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disseminated evenly and in a timely manner to all Members and Stakeholders; (iii)
providing notice to all Members and Stakeholders of the time and location of all meetings
of the Board at least 72 hours in advance.
5. Treasuer

accountability including the accounting of fundsadisttedto the BABCNGC andensureall
accounting comply with applicable local, state, and federak |lin accordance with the
requirements set forth by the City of Los Angeles Department of Neighborhood
Empowerment (DONE), and report on G u n dinancés sit Regular Meetings.

(c) Submit an account statement to DONE at least once a year or when requested otherwise.

(d) Prepare an annual budget for expenditures to be approved by the Board and submitted to
DONE for approval each year.

(e) Completeall training required by the City as such requirements may arise or mature.

6. Assistant Treasurer

The position of Assistarfireasurer shall be establishedassist the Treasurer in carrying out

the duties as described under paragraph 5 abtveill be the option of the Board, with
consultation of the Treasurer, to determine whether the position of Assistant Treasurer need
be filled by a Member of the Board on a continuous basis. If the Board cannot fill the
position, the Board may opt to retain a pesienal to assist the Treasurer, but such
individual, not a Board Member, may not hold the position of Assistant Treasurer.

7. Compensation

No Officer shall receive any compensation for any service rendered on behalCofuthel

Section 3: Selectiorof Officers

Each Officer shall be electad a one year terrby a majority vote of the Board present &y
show of handsat the first Board Meetingimmediately following publication of the official
canvass of votes of a Cigdministered election, and d&tet Board Meeting twelve (12) month
following such Board election. Newly elected Officers shall assume office immediately
following the Meeting at which the election of Officers is held.
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Termination

Any Officer may be removed from office for cause and replaced by another Representative by a
majority vote of the Boardioting, subject to the requiremenset forth under Article V,
Section3,at duly noticed Meeting that affords the removed Officer deeqe s s . AFor
includes, but is not limited to, missing three consecutive Board Meetings and three Executive
Committee meetings, the improper handling of Council money, or the improper application of
accounting procedures.

Section 4: Officer Terms

EachOfficer shall serve a term of one (1) year or until election of a successor. No individual
may hold a particular office of the BABCNC for more than the later of:

a. Five (5) consecutive yearsr

b. In event asuccessor to replace such individisanot available at expiration of the
maximum term, such term may be extended but only until such time a sudsessor
willing to assume such office.

Vacancy

Following a declaration by the Board that an office has been vacated, such vacancy may be filled
by a magrity vote of the Membergoting, subject to the requirements set forth under Article V,
Section 3at a Board Meeting in accordance with the manner set forth herein and consistent with

the Brown Act. Each Officer so elected shall hold office for the nedeatiof the original term or
until election of a successor.

ARTICLE VII

COMMITTEES AND THEIR DUTIES

Section 1: Standing

The BABCNC shall have the following Standing Committees whose responsibilities are
described hereunder whose description folltatsr under Section 4 of this Article: (i) Executive
Committee; (ii) Planning and Land Use Committee; (iii) BylaviRules and Elections
Committee; (iv) Emergency Preparedness Committee; (v) Public Works and
Telecommunications Committee;i\\Outreach Comntiiee; (vi) Traffic Committee and (Vviii)
Budget and Finance Committee
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Section 2: Ad Hoc

Each Ad Hoc Committee shall be established as a temporary committee to review and make
recommendations on specific issues as directed by the Board. Ad Hoc @Germeetings shall

be run by the Chair of the Committee appointed by the President. Minutes, reports and
recommendations by such committees shall be delivered to thet&g as they are issued. Ad

Hoc committees will be comprised of less than a quortitheogoverning body as a whole.

Section 3: Committee Creation and Authorization

1. Establishment of Committees

A new Standing Committee or Ad Hoc Committee may be established at any Board
Meeting by a motion supported by a majority of Board Membetisig.

2. Membership on Committees

(1) Standing @mmittees

a. Election. Upon establishment of a Standing Committee, and each year thereatfter,
the Board shall move to elect members to each Standing Committee, and
membership shall only be conferred upon receivinghaority vote of Board
Members present.

b. Term. The term of membership on each Standing Committee shall pddod
of at least one year, but no more than two years.

c. Redection. During the second quarter of each calendar year, those members on
Standng Committees whose term of such Standing Committee is more than one
year, but less than two years, must be reelected by a majority vote of Board
Members present to continue membership on such Standing Committee.

d. Candidacy. Candidacy for membership shadl open to all Stakeholders.
Committee membership shall only be conferred upon receiving a majority vote of
Board Members present.

e. Chair Position.The Chair ofeach Standin@ommitteeshall benominated by the
President and elected by a majority of BRbdembersvoting at a Meeting at
which such committee is established.

f. Past Chair Position. The Chair of each Standioghnmitteemay seek to create
the position of Past Chalby requesting the Board to adopt a Standing Rule
establishing the position &fast Chair on such Standing Committee.
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(2) Ad Hoc Committees

a. Election. Upon establishment of an Ad Hoc Committee the Board shall move to
elect members to an Ad Hoc Committee. Membership shall only be conferred
upon receiving a majority vote of Board Membeosing.

b. Term. The term of membership on an Ad Hoc Corterishall be foa period of
no more than one year.

c. Reestabl i shment . At the end of one yea
Committee shall be terminated unless-&ate to continue the work of an Ad Hoc
Committee is held and a majority vote of Board Memlvetshg vote to continue
the Ad Hoc Committee faa period of no more than one year.

d. Reélection. Upon receiving a majority vote to continue the work of an Ad Hoc
Committee, the Board shall move to elect orelect members to an Ad Hoc
Committee. Membership shall only be conferred upon receivingjaritgavote
of Board Membersoting.

e. Chair Position. Chair on Ad Hoc Committee shall be nominated by the
President and elected by a majority of Board Membetsig at a Meeting at
which such committee is established.

3. Committee Meetings

Committee metngs shall be run by the Chair of the Committee. Athnding
Committee meetingsand meetings of Ad Hoc Committee whose membership constitutes
more than a quorum ahe Board or include norBoard membersshall be open to the
public. Notice of all committee meetings shall be posted 72 hours in advance of a
regularly scheduled meeting and 24 houaradvance of a special meeting.

4. Authorization and Purpose

a. Executive Committee

The Executive Committee shall consideoseissues pertaining tall Boardfinancial
matters and the distribution and allocatiorBofrdfunds. In addition, th&xecutive
Committee shall advise on the administration, operations and management of the
Council.

b. Planning and Land Use Committee

The Planning and Land Use Committee shall consider those issues pertaining to land
development.
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c. Bylaws Rulesand Election€€ommittee

The Bylaws Rulesand Elections€Committee shall consider those issues pertaining to
the continual study, interpretation, guidance and presentation of proposed changes to
the Bylaws of theBoard and Standing Rules All proposed changes are to be
presented to the fulBoard for its review and approval by a majority voteln
addition, the Committee shall be responsible coordinatbrall City election
requirements for the election or selection of Board Members, as well as the election
of Board officers.

d. Emergency PreparedngSemmittee

The EmergencyPreparedness Committee shall consider those igseraining to
public safety and disaster preparedness in coordination with police, fire, and
emergency medical services.

e. Public Works and Telecommunications Committee

The Public Worksand Telecommunications Committee shall consider those issues
pertaining to water, gas, electric and sewage lines; telecommunication infrastructure;
and public rightof-way and easements.

f. Outreach Committee

The Outreach Committee shall consider thosaesertaining to outreach to our
Stakeholder communities, and shall include responsibilities of disseminating and
publishing information to the public, as well as maintaining a presence and
community relations outlets through various electronic medidudimg but not
limited to a website, email, as well as social media outlets such as Facebook, Twitter,
and Nextdoar

g. Traffic Committee

The Traffic Committee shall consider those issues pertaining to traffic including the
flow of traffic, safety, enforceent, congestion, parking, traffic lights and related
street signs within the territorial boundariesCafuncil

h. Budget and Finance Committee

The Budget and Finance Committee shall consider how the Council should best
appropriate funds on deposit in itscaunt and funds it receives annually from the
City, and shall advise the Board of its responsibilities under Article 1X herein, and
shall work closely with the Treasurer in carrying out such advisory duties.
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ARTICLE VIII

MEETINGS
All meetings, asdefined by the Ralph M. Brown Act (California Government Code Section
54950.5 et seq.), shall be noticed and conducted in accordance with the Act and all other
applicable laws and governmental policy.

Section 1: Meeting Time and Place

The Board shall meet at regular intervals, but notfiesgientlythan once per calendar quarter.
All meetings shall be held at a location, date and time set by the Board.

2. Special Meetings

A Special Meeting of the Board may be edlshould exigent caumstances arise requiring the
Board to meet at a date and time prior to its next Regular Meeting.

Section 2: Agenda Setting

The President shall have lead responsibility for setting the Board agenda, which shall be
published in accordance with the Browuot, and subject to Board input in accordance with the
following procedure:

(a) No fewer than seven (7) days prior to a Regular Meeting the President shall aimail
Board Membes for the purpose dfoliciting input for items to be included on the agenda;

(b) Each Board Member shall have fosight (48) hours from the time the President
distributes the email to respond to the request for agenda items;

(c) The President shall consult with the Vice President of the Board and one Committee
Chair, which Committee Char shall be identified in the Standing Rules, prior to
finalizing the agenda for publication in accordance with the Brown Act;

(d) At the outset of each Regular Meeting, the President shall seek additional comment to the
agenda from the Board, prior to amerairhand final approval by the Board;

(e) The Board may only table items, and may not add items not previously listed on the
published agenda;

() The procedure described in the subsection shall not apply to Special Meetings of the
Board. Agendas for Special Meetings shall be established at time they are called by the
two Officers calling for the Special Meeting or set forth in the petition sigged/énty
five percent (25%) of the Board Members as described under Section 3.

A Motion for Reconsideratiomayonly be ma& by a Board Member who has previously voted
on the prevailing side of the original action. If a Motion for Reconsideration is not made on the
date the action was taken, then a Board Member on the prevailing side of the action must submit
a memoradum to the Secretary identifying the matter to be reconsidered and a brief description
of the reason(s) for requesting reconsideratibthe next Regular Meeting.
